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Religious Service 
A service taken by a member of clergy 
from a particular faith.   
 
Such services normally follow the 
accepted liturgy of the faith in question. 
 

Civil Funeral Ceremony
A ceremony prepared and presented by a 
professional Civil Funeral Celebrant.  

 
These ceremonies reflect the exact needs of 
the bereaved family and can be totally non 
religious, or can include hymns and prayers. 
 

Humanist Funeral 
A funeral taken by an officiant of the 
British Humanist Association. 
 
Such funerals are entirely secular and will 
not include hymns or prayers, nor any 
spiritual reference, and there will be no 
reference to an ‘after-life’.
